 Note from the Commission services:
Council Regulation (CE) n° 493/2005 of 16 March 2005 temporarily suspended 90 for a period ending 31 December 2006 the autonomous Common Customs Tariff duty for monitors, other than those with an integral tube (cathode-ray), of subheading 8528 21 90 with a diagonal measurement of the screen of 48,5 cm or less and a screen aspect ratio of  4:3 or 5:4.

The Council's working group on the Customs Union (CCT) discussed at the request of Ireland the prolongation of the regulation on 15 May 2006. Ireland informed the Group that they will submit a position paper on the issue. In their intervention they made it clear that they want the current suspension to be prolonged and expanded. 

The following options can be taken into consideration:
· not to make a prolongation of Regulation (CE) n° 493/2005

· to propose a prolongation of that regulation by amending the date of 31 December 2006

· to propose a prolongation of that regulation with one or more modifications limiting the scope of the current measure

· to propose a prolongation of that regulation with one or more modifications expanding the scope of the current measure

The possible modifications that merit consideration are:

· to change the aspect ratio (currently 4:3 and 5:4 are covered thus excluding wide-screen formats, e.g. 16:9 and 16/10)

· to change the screen size (currently monitors with a diagonal measurement of 48,5 cm (19") or less are covered excluding larger monitors)

· to include pixel density as a new criteria 

· to include LCD monitors with TV tuners (TV sets) 

· not to change the screen size but instead establish a duty free quota for larger monitors (e.g. Apple types of monitors) combined with an end-use criteria (for professional use).

Member States are invited to consider the different options. The Commission services intend to seek the informal views of Member States at a meeting of the Customs Code Committee early July 2006.
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
